The Second Conditional (Refers To The Untrue Present/Future)

Form 
· If + Subject + V2/Irregular

subject + would + base verb 
Condition clause


     result clause 

Use

· To talk about hypothetical situations (here you can switch would with might or could) 

· To give advice

· To express future hopes or ambitions (here you can switch would with might or could) 
Example

· If I knew where my friend lived, I would give her a call. But, I don’t know where she lives. 
· If I were a bird, I would fly away. 
· If my mother were here, she would be very angry.

· If I were you, I would see the nurse.

· If I were you, I would stay away

· If I won a million dollars, I would go on a week-long shopping spree. 
Reversal

· You can reverse the sentence (so that the result clause is the beginning).

· If you do this you must remove the ,

· Example

· I would fly away if I were a bird. 

Unless

· Unless = If… not 

· I would not buy new clothes unless I had more money. 

Note: even though the verb in the condition is in the past, the meaning is in the present or future. 

Present

· If I had a car, I would go on a trip now. (present situation( I don’t have a car)

Future 

· If we bought this house, we would remodel it. (future situation( remodel the house in the future) 

Difference Between First Conditional and Second Conditional

· Both the first and second conditional can be used to refer to the future

· However, the first conditional is more realistic and the second condition is hypothetical

· 1st: If we buy the house, we will remodel it.

· 2nd: If we bought the house, we would remodel it.
