1. A creative cover page (suggestions to follow)- 15 %

2. All handouts given to you completely filled out and in order – 70 % (for each missing chapter 4 points will be taken off). 

3. A reflection page (with guided questions to follow)- 15%

Suggestions for creative cover page 
Draw an important scene either by hand or using computer graphics, collage form and/or through speech bubbles. You can choose 1 from the following list or another of your choosing. Enjoy!

1. The student’s reaction while watching the WWII documentary.

2. Mr. Ross hovering over books searching for an answer to the student’s questions.

3. A new book cover using important quotes from the book.

4. A poster for a new movie adaptation coming out about the book incorporating some quotes from the book or catch phrases.

5. Students drilling in class saluting and chanting mottoes.

6. Laurie Saunders alone and scared at school at night.

7. The front page of the special Grapevine edition about the Wave. 

8. Laurie, her mom and her dad at the dinner table discussing the wave (using speech bubbles).

9. David attacking Laurie and coming out of his trance like state.

10. The Wave rally at the auditorium. 

11. Mr. Ross. And Robert as his bodyguard.
